Rajagiri College of Management and Applied Sciences, established in 2005 by the CMI
fathers of the Sacred Heart Province, is affiliated with Mahatma Gandhi University. It
offers ten undergraduate programs in fields such as Commerce, Management,
Computer Science, Animation, and English, and recently added two postgraduate
courses in Commerce and Graphic Design.

Most classrooms are
equipped with Smart Class Technology. Surveillance cameras are installed on the
sixth floor and in the auditorium for exam security, and the campus is fully CCTV-
enabled for vigilance and security.

The fully automated college library holds 10,985 books and subscribes to 17 regional
and national periodicals.
